It is very important that this proforma is completed accurately, and that the information declared, particularly in terms of timescales and financing, is realistic. One of the core tests in determining the designation of Economic Development Zones is to ensure that capacity exists for development to commence within 6 months of approval of the bid by the Programme Monitoring / Regional Committee. With EDZ designation comes a responsibility by the EDZ partnership to meet agreed physical and financial commitments. Physical and financial underperformance would undermine the Objective 2 programme by putting at risk existing allocations (de-commitment by the Commission at Programme level) and jeopardise the potential for additional resources to the Programme through the performance reserve.

1. Give a working title to the bid (incorporating the name of the town/area where it is located).

3. Name the partner organisations. For each partner indicate the extent of commitment as follows: NYA (Not Yet Approached), E (Endorsed, but no firm commitment), or CC (Commitment Confirmed). If the level of commitment does not fall into these three categories then describe it in other terms.

5. The lead organisation is the one responsible for submitting the bid. This does not imply that this same organisation will take the lead in implementing the bid, should it gain ERDF approval after final bid stage.

8. Name the geographical area covered (i.e. the ward and Local Authority area). 

9. Duration of ERDF funding requirement (in years) and the proposed start date.

11. This must give a clear explanation of the objectives and outcomes of the bid and how they link to the long-term objectives and outcomes of the NW Objective 2 Programme 2000-6 and also the objectives of the Regional Economic Strategy. 

12. We recognise that funding figures may be estimates at Expression of Interest stage. However, large deviations in the final bids from the figures given at Expression of Interest stage will be questioned, so bidders should ensure that estimates are as accurate as possible and reflect genuine contributions to the EDZ scheme rather than complementary activity.

Public & Private sector funding should be broken down by funding provider. Where other public funding is identified, the relevant programme must be shown. All figures should also include an indication of the status of the funding at Expression of Interest stage, i.e. whether it is committed, formally being sought, or envisaged.

13. At final bid stage bidders will be required to prioritise the different elements (strategic objectives and projects) within the bid and indicate which would be carried forward with a reduced (or increased) ERDF funding contribution. Bids should, therefore, specify alternative ERDF funding levels and explain the likely impact on identified outcomes.
